Winners:Top rated 4/16 (25%), top two 9/18 (50%) top5 12/16(75%).Remember there is NO culling of races here!
Quinellas:6/16 (37.5%)
Trifectas: 10/16 (62.5%) $2111.30
First Fours: 1/3 (33.33%) $1,519.60 –one of the others Jack Potted.
Trebles: 1 (50%) $155.90 – top rated/2nd rated/2nd rated.

INFORMATION FOR IPSWICH RACES 28/05/03 –TRACK RATED GOOD
(Rail out 6 metres, showers forecast so see notes if track downgraded past dead) 


Race 1: Fillies & Mares Maiden, Class rating 41kg, 1100m, Ideal barriers 1-7,
 7 lengths difference between top rated (No7) and bottom rated (No10)
Exotics: 7 (0.33 lengths ahead of) 8 ( 1.67 lengths ahead of ) 12 (0.66 lengths ahead of) 3.
Trifectas: 7,8* 12,3*,4,5,6,2
Comment: Two points against it, Fillies & Mares and a maiden, however ratings show winner should come from top two and they are both drawn well, 2/5/8 or even 2/4/8 trifecta looks the one for trifecta bettors. Quinella from first four and maybe even the trifecta.  
RESULTS: Roughie won paying $44.20, no 7 ran third, no result from the first maiden.

Race 2: Entires & Geldings Maiden, Class rating 42kg, 1100m, Ideal barriers 1-7,
11.67 lengths difference between top rated (No4) and bottom rated (No6)
Exotics: 4 (3.33 lengths ahead of) 1 and 9(1.67 lengths ahead of) 13
Trifectas: 4*1,9,*13,2,11,12,14
Comment: Another maiden, ratings show it as clear cut however the top rated horse has drawn barrier 12 and the second rated horse barrier 11. The ratings say trifecta in first 6, Quinella in top 3.
RESULTS: No1 1st ($3.80 and 1.40) No4 2nd, No13 3rd so he was spot on except the trifecta was in the first four! Quinella paid $6 and trifecta $98.20

Race3: 3YO Maiden, Class rating 42kg, 1200m, Ideal barriers 1-8,
5.33 lengths difference between top rated (No3) and bottom rated No10
Exotics: 3 (0.33 lengths ahead of ) 7 (1.33 lengths ahead of) 14 (0.33 lengths ahead of) 4 & 9
Trifectas: 3,7*14,4,9* ,2,5,8
Comment: Another maiden but top 5 are all drawn well apart from No7, trifecta could be in the first five or in a 2/5/8 combination. Quinella from first five.
First leg of unitab extra double take 3 and 7
RESULTS: No 7 won paying $23.30 and $4.60 place

Race 4: Class 1, Class rating 44kg, 1200m, Ideal barriers 1-8,
4 lengths difference between top rated (No3) and bottom rated (No13)
Exotics: 3 (0.66 lengths ahead of) 6 (0.33 lengths ahead of ) 12 (0.33 lenghts ahead of) 4
Trifectas: 3,6,8,4,1,2,5,7,9
Comment: Very tight race for second leg of Unitab extra double, if you take the No13 out there is only 2.66 lengths between the other 10 horses!
For me this knocks it out as a betting race of any type of bet, standout, quinella, trifecta or extra double, depending of course on prices before they jump, but even then it really is a risk race.
NB: Change order to 6,3,7,12,1,4,2,9 if wet
RESULTS: No 7 won and No 4 ran 3rd, as he predicted good race to stay away from.

Race5: Class 4, Class rating 48kg, 1010m, Ideal barriers 1-6,
5.33 lengths between top rated (No1) and bottom rated (No12)
Exotics: 1(1 length ahead of)  4 (0.33 lengths ahead of ) 6 (0.33 lenghts ahead of) 7
Trifectas: 1*,4,6,7,5,10,3,2
Comment: Another tight race for 1st leg of Unitab treble, if you work on the theory that anything rated within 3 lengths of the top horse can win then your first leg should have every horse except 8,11 and 12ie 8 chances. Top 4 may get you the trifecta or quinella, but it is not a good betting race. (1*4,6,7,3,5,10,11 if wet)
RESULTS: No7 1st, No 4 2nd, as he predicted again a good race to stay away from.



Race6: Class3, Class rating 47kg, 2150m, Ideal barriers 1-10,
4 lengths between top rated (No2) and bottom rated (No14)
Exotics: 2 ,3,9 (0.33 lenghts ahead of) 12 (0.33 lenghts ahead of )8 (0.33 lengths ahead of ) 1,4,5,7
Trifectas: 2,3,9,12,8,1,4,5
Comment: Take the 13 and 14 out and only 2.67 lengths covers the field and that would leave you 10 horses for the second leg of the Unitab treble.  It is also 2150m race which just makes it a no bet race for me.
NB: 2*1,9,3,12,5,4,8 if wet (2 goes out to 1 length advantage)
RESULTS: No3 1st($4.40 and $2.00) No9 2nd, No8 3rd and No1 4th – so in spite of his misgivings he got the quinella and trifecta in the top 5. Quinella was $15.40 and trifecta was $288.50

Race7: Class 2, Class rating 46kg, 1690m, Ideal barriers 1-8,
7.6 lengths between the top rated (No11) and the bottom rated (No14)
Exotics: 11(0.33 lengths ahead of) 8 (1 length ahead of) 6(0.33 lengths ahead of )1,4(0.33 lenghts ahead of) 7
Trifectas: 11,8*6,1,4,7,2,9
Comment: Two top rated horses are drawn well so a 2/5/8 trifecta could be the best option. For the third leg of the treble you could risk just the top two which would make your outlay 8/10/2 = $160 but the dividend might not cover the outlay.
This is also a Unitab 1st four race and really the only horse that would surprise running in the four is No14.
NB: 11,8,4,1,6,7*3 if wet
RESULTS: No8 1st($5.20 and $1.70), No3 2nd, No 1 3rd and No7 4th – it had been raining a while by now so the first four was there in the wet numbers, and the 8 completed the treble.   

Race 8: Class 5, Class rating 49kg, 1350m, Ideal barriers 1-7,
4.33 lengths between top rated (No2) and bottom rated (No15)
Exotics: 2,4,5 (0.66 lengths ahead of) 8 (0.66 lengths ahead of ) 11 (0.33 lengths ahead of ) 1
Trifectas: 2,4,5,8,11,1,6,7
Comment: Another very close and tough race to end the meeting, it is also a Unitab first four race. If you must bet the 2 is drawn better than the 4 or the 5 which might just give it the edge, but their ratings are identical.
NB: 2,4,5,8,1,6,11,7 if wet.
RESULTS: No2 1st( $5.70 and $2.00), No4 2nd  .As he predicted the 2 just won, the quinella of his top two paid $16.50. 

INFORMATION FOR FLEMINGTON RACES 28/05/03 –TRACK RATED DEAD 
(Rail out 15 metres so look for front runners, there are 4 races down the straight and inside penetrometer reading is better than outside)

Race 1: Hurdle 3100m
Exotics: 10 (2 lengths ahead of) 4 (4 lengths ahead of) 11(1.33 lenghts ahead of ) 1
Trifectas: 10*4*11*1,9,13,2,12
Comment: I do not comment or bet on Hurdle races. Figures show trifecta should come from top 5 horses if they all stay on their feet.
RESULT: No4 1st, No10 2nd , No2 3rd  Quinella $5.40, Trifecta $70.10

Race2: 2yo Fillies, Class rating 45kg, 1100m, Straight race, should favour inside,
8.33 lengths between top rated (No4) and bottom rated (No8)
Exotics: 4(2 lengths ahead of ) 3 (2 lengths ahead of) 1 (0.66 lengths ahead of ) 5, 10
Trifectas: 4*3*1,5,*7,6,9,2
Comment: No 4 ideally drawn ,No 6 and No7 are first starters and as long as they are not “smokies” the figures indicate the trifecta and Quinella in the first four. If you wanted to play safe go 2/5/8 which includes both the first starters for third place.
RESULTS: No3 1st($3.40 and 1.70), No5 2nd and No4 3rd. The quinella $13.80 & the Trifecta $118.90 were as eaxctly as he predicted – within the first four!



Race 3: 3YO 1MW, Class rating 48kg, 1000m, straight race, slight favour inside,
5.33 lengths between top rated (No3) and bottom rated (No6),
Exotics: 3(0.33 lengths ahead of) 7 (0.33 lengths ahead of) 12 (0.33 lengths ahead of) 2
Trifectas: 3,7,12,2,1,9*5,10
Comment: Close race, trifecta and quinella should come from top 6, but there is nothing between them and boxing 6 costs $120 or $60 for a half.
RESULTS: No2 1st($3.90 and $1.70), No12 2nd and No1 3rd. Again as he predicted quinella $8.80 and trifecta $97.10 came from within the top 6 (top 5 actually)

Race4: Class 6, Class rating 53kg, 1800m, Ideal barriers 1-12,
2.66 lengths between top rated (No1) and bottom rated (No7)
Exotics: 1,12 (0.33 lengths ahead of ) 4,10 (0.66 lengths ahead of ) 5
Trifectas: 1,12,4,10,5,2,6,9
Comment: Only 2.66 lengths covers the field so any horse can win.
Unfortunately it is the first leg of the Unitab treble so you are looking at 12 horses!
It is a no bet race for me unless there are some very long prices on offer about the top 5 to tempt me.
RESULTS: No6 1st, No2 2nd, No9 3rd trifecta paid $252.90 but was hard to get, so his advice was accurate again.

Race 5: Class 6, Class rating 53kg, 2000m, Ideal barriers 1-15,
3.66 lengths between top rated (No4) and bottom rated (No3),
Exotics: 4 (0.33 lengths ahead of) 2 (0.33 lengths ahead of ) 14 (0.66 lengths ahead of) 1
Trifectas: 4,2,14,1,9,13,15,7
Comment: Another tight race for the second leg of the Unitab treble 9 chances if you include the 10.
No bet race for me.
RESULTS: No15 1st, No2 3rd –Once again his advice was spot on!

Race 6: Class 6, Class rating 53kg, 1200m, Straight race, slight favour inside,
11.33 lengths between top rated (No2) and bottom rated (No11),
Exotics: 2 (1length ahead of) 4 (0.33 lengths ahead of ) 7 (0.33 lengths ahead of ) 3
Trifectas: 2*4,7,3,1,8,9,6
Comment: 1st leg of Unitab extra double either stand out No2 or forget it as there are too many other chances, similarly with quinella and trifecta, either stand out No2 or forget the race.
RESULTS: Advice spot on again! No2 won ($3.20 and $1.50) and standing it out in the trifecta won $240.40 for an outlay of $42 with No6 2nd and No3 3rd.

Race7: 1 MW Lyr, Class rating 55kg, 1440m, Ideal barriers 1-9
3 lengths between top rated (No7) and bottom rated (No8) ,
Exotics: 7(0.33 lengths ahead of) 5 (0.33 lengths ahead of) 2 (0.33 lengths ahead of ) 1,12
Trifectas: 7,5,2,1,12,4,6,9
Comment: 11 chances for 3rd leg of Unitab treble which gives you 12/9/11 or $1188 outlay! Have a cup of tea and give it a miss!
RESULTS: No1 1st , No4 2nd and No7 3rd, trifecta paid $314.80 but you would have had to go deep for it, better off following his advice!

Race 8: 3YOF, Class rating 51kg, 1200m, straight race, inside slight favour,
6.5 lengths between top rated (No 9) and bottom rated (No7),  
Exotics: 9(0.66 lengths ahead of) 1(0.33 lengths ahead of ) 2,10
Trifectas: 9,1,2,10,11,3,6,5
Comment: Fillies races are usually difficult and this is no exception – if you must bet the Quinella and trifecta may come from the first five.
